Off leash dog parks have spread
from coast to coast as one of the
most popular additions to many park
systems. They build strong commu-
nity bonds, by providing a social
setting for both humans and dogs
to exercise physically and relax men-
tally. Watching dogs play and inter-
act, fosters responsible pet ownership
in the park, and on other public

land as well as at home.

Dog owners and people without
dogs are encouraged to join CAP
and help the City add a pilot dog
park .

The pilot park will provide a safe
place for off leash dog activity, thus
helping confine this activity from the
non dog owner. The parks construc-
tion is simple and inexpensive, creat
ing an excellent cost/benefit ratio for
land use.
